	Faulty electrical equipment 
	Members and visitors may receive electrical shock or burns due to faulty electrical equipment.

	Fire in clubhouse
	Members and visitors. Exposure to fire and smoke causing burns and inhalation trauma.

	Working at height whilst engaged in maintenance activities eg clubhouse roof repairs.

	Maintenance workers. Falling from height can cause serious injury and death.
	Only competent persons  allowed to work at height. Appropriate PPE to be used.  Risk assessment to be carried out prior to start of work.  
	Sign to be put up ‘Fragile Roof’

	Contact with chemicals in clubhouse e.g. bleach and paint.
	Members and visitors. Contact with cleaning  liquids and paints.
